OTI Annotation: This clone was engineered to express the complete ORF with an expression tag. Expression
varies depending on the nature of the gene.
Components: The ORF clone is ion-exchange column purified and shipped in a 2D barcoded Matrix tube

containing 10ug of transfection-ready, dried plasmid DNA (reconstitute with 100 ul of water).

Reconstitution Method: 1. Centrifuge at 5,000xg for 5min.
2. Carefully open the tube and add 100ul of sterile water to dissolve the DNA.
3. Close the tube and incubate for 10 minutes at room temperature.
4. Briefly vortex the tube and then do a quick spin (less than 5000xg) to concentrate the liquid
at the bottom.
5. Store the suspended plasmid at -20°C. The DNA is stable for at least one year from date of
shipping when stored at -20°C.

Gene Summary: The protein encoded by this gene is a membrane-bound homodimeric enzyme that is

localized to the cisternae of the rough endoplasmic reticulum. The enzyme (cofactors iron
and ascorbate) catalyzes the hydroxylation of lysyl residues in collagen-like peptides. The
resultant hydroxylysyl groups are attachment sites for carbohydrates in collagen and thus are
critical for the stability of intermolecular crosslinks. Some patients with Ehlers-Danlos
syndrome type VIB have deficiencies in lysyl hydroxylase activity. Mutations in the coding
region of this gene are associated with Bruck syndrome. Alternative splicing results in
