Expression
varies depending on the nature of the gene.

Components: The ORF clone is ion-exchange column purified and shipped in a 2D barcoded Matrix tube
containing 10ug of transfection-ready, dried plasmid DNA (reconstitute with 100 ul of water).

Reconstitution Method: 1. Centrifuge at 5,000xg for 5min.
2. Carefully open the tube and add 100ul of sterile water to dissolve the DNA.
3. Close the tube and incubate for 10 minutes at room temperature.
4. Briefly vortex the tube and then do a quick spin (less than 5000xg) to concentrate the liquid
at the bottom.
5. Store the suspended plasmid at -20°C. The DNA is stable for at least one year from date of
shipping when stored at -20°C.

Gene Summary: The protein encoded by this gene is a member of the phospholipase A2 family (PLA2). PLA2s
constitute a diverse family of enzymes with respect to sequence, function, localization, and
divalent cation requirements. This gene product belongs to group I, which contains secreted
form of PLA2, an extracellular enzyme that has a low molecular mass and requires calcium
ions for catalysis. It catalyzes the hydrolysis of the sn-2 fatty acid acyl ester bond of
phosphoglycerides, releasing free fatty acids and lysophospholipids, and thought to
participate in the regulation of the phospholipid metabolism in biomembranes. Several
alternatively spliced transcript variants with different 5' UTRs have been found for this gene.
