Components: The ORF clone is ion-exchange column purified and shipped in a 2D barcoded Matrix tube
containing 10ug of transfection-ready, dried plasmid DNA (reconstitute with 100 ul of water).

Reconstitution Method: 1. Centrifuge at 5,000xg for 5min.
2. Carefully open the tube and add 100ul of sterile water to dissolve the DNA.
3. Close the tube and incubate for 10 minutes at room temperature.
4. Briefly vortex the tube and then do a quick spin (less than 5000xg) to concentrate the liquid
at the bottom.
5. Store the suspended plasmid at -20°C. The DNA is stable for at least one year from date of
shipping when stored at -20°C.

Gene Summary: Cytochrome c oxidase (COX), the terminal component of the mitochondrial respiratory chain,
catalyzes the electron transfer from reduced cytochrome c to oxygen. This component is a
heteromeric complex consisting of 3 catalytic subunits encoded by mitochondrial genes and
multiple structural subunits encoded by nuclear genes. The mitochondrially-encoded
subunits function in electron transfer, and the nuclear-encoded subunits may function in the
regulation and assembly of the complex. This nuclear gene encodes subunit Vlic, which
shares 87% and 85% amino acid sequence identity with mouse and bovine COX Vllc,
respectively, and is found in all tissues. A pseudogene COX7CP1 has been found on
